A Debate Competition was organized by the Department of English on December 12, 2024, at the Council Hall, Ground 
Floor, University Building. This notable event brought together a remarkable group of eloquent speakers from the 
Faculties of Allied and Nursing students of Era University, each demonstrating their proficiency in oration, logical 
reasoning, and persuasive skills.
